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Area Students to Attend Higher Education Fair

     Students from ____________________ High School will be able to visit with representatives from a number of colleges and other post-secondary institutions participating in a Post-High School Education Fair on ________________________ at ______________________________. The fair is free for high school students and their parents, as well as interested adult learners.  Several area high schools will be participating.

     Institutional representatives from all of South Dakota’s public universities, technical institutes and most private colleges will be on hand to answer questions. Among the many out-of-state schools participating will be  (EDITORS: A complete list of participants is enclosed.)
     Lending institutions will also be present to provide information on financial aid. In addition, representatives from the military services will be available to answer questions about their programs and about college funding offered through the services.

   Students attending the program will also be able to enter a drawing for a $500 scholarship, which can be used at any of the participating South Dakota educational institutions. One scholarship will be awarded during each of the four weeks of South Dakota programs.

     “With the increasing costs of education, it is very important for students to make inltelligent choices when exploring the many opportunities available to them after high school,” noted Tom Cool, Executive Director of the Dakota Association for College Admission Counseling, adding, “These programs are designed to show the students a number of different opportunities in a brief period of time and give them an efficient way to start narrowing down their options.”
     The fair is co-sponsored by area high schools and the South Dakota Council of the Dakota ACAC. 

     Cool noted that the programs are intended as part of an overall process, and that students are not expected to complete application for admission at these sessions. He added that it is important for the students to follow up with more research and a visit to the student’s top two or three picks of post-secondary institutions.
     Last year more than 12,000 students participated in the programs held at 18 sites throughout the state.  The Council has been working with local high schools since 1970 to coordinate the programs.
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
